              Budget cut discussion- Cider mill saved the 5th grade that would have been cut out of the budget.  They also kept certain after school programs.  Strings are still in the budget.  Intramurals will remain, but only 1 day/week.

              Box tops raised $1100 which will go toward extra supplies.

 

Mr. Moretti gave an update on the Playground: Parks and Rec are responsible for the playground equipment.  Mr. Moretti toured the grounds with the P&R group and gave a deadline to have the broken equipment fixed.   A parent brought in the concern that woodchips need to be replenished.
