Meeting came to order at 7:31 p.m.

Teacher's Report: Mr. Dunaj reported that the CAP exam will start for sophomores after vacation (Part of graduation requirements). Freshmen, juniors and seniors come in later starting on the 29th.

Student Report: Discussed results of survey. Dr. Jacobs (Chemistry Teacher) feels there should be more communication between students. How well were students represented and did the events affect academics. Trying to get more students involved in saying the Pledge of Allegiance over the loudspeaker each morning.

School Store:  Profits haven't come in yet because money tied up in inventory. Perhaps we will receive a small amount at the end of the year.

Suggested that each grade could receive any profits and take turns. Nomintating: placing executive board after break. Everyone will be called. Treasurer's Report: Check for about $1,600 has been received from gift

Kehoe's request, C. Kempson made a motion to increase the Fall Open louse budget by $525 to reflect actual spending. R. Quinn second the motion, and the Board approved it.

New Business: M. Kehoe explained that we should not be using the Emergency Fund line item for remembrances such as flowers. Because the PTSA is a 501(c)(3), if the Board wishes to send flowers and/or contributions to charities for deceased parents of WHS students, the Board should establish a budget line item with sufficient funding. C. Kempson made motion to create a new budget line item "Remembrances/Recognitions" at $400. R. McLaughlin second the motion, and the Board approved it, The $228.98 spent to date will be reflected against the new line item, and the Emergency Fund will be reinstated at the original $500.

Kempson won all expenses paid in Annaheim for National PTSA Convention for increased membership in Wilton.

Pam McCarter passed away. The Board will give $50 to Cancer Society in her memory,

June 18th is the last day of school.
