Bus Safety – Job Description

The PTA Bus Safety Committee is a group of PTA volunteers that are members of unit PTA boards, headed by a PTA Council board member.  Our charge is to promote safe transportation of Wilton school children.

We have several programs that are part of meeting this assignment, including the “First Week of School Bus Monitor Program” at Miller and Driscoll schools.  We also participate in kindergarten orientation by briefly explaining the transportation system and answering any questions incoming parents may have.  In August, we deliver bus tags to kindergarten classrooms for distribution during “Meet the Teacher Day”.  The committee also provides driver recognition by delivering a treat to the bus barn five times a year (representing 1 for each school).

The Council Bus Safety representative is to attend the First Student safety meetings each month and report at the Council PTA meeting.   A brief write up of the report should be sent to the Miller & Driscoll reps for their monthly meeting reports.
Periodically throughout the year, have articles in each school newsletter about Lost and Found at the bus terminal.  Follow-up regularly by taking items left on buses and have them laundered, return any with names and donate remainder to The Turnover Shop.

Summary of time commitment:  two meetings a month, bus terminal Lost and Found, plus additional occasional short assignments.
